The American Belgian Malinois Club does not agree to arbitrate claims as set forth on the Official AKC Entry Form for this event.


Entries must be received by Thursday, April 19, 2007, 6:00 pm MST after which time entries cannot be accepted, canceled, altered or substituted except as provided for in Chapter 11, Section 8 of the dog show rules.  No telephone, verbal, or fax entries will be accepted.  All changes and cancellations must be received in writing. E-mail is acceptable prior to closing, except as provided for in Chapter 11, Section 6 of the Rules applying to Dog Shows published by the American Kennel Club. 


Canadian Exhibitors must submit entries with checks drawn on US accounts or with international money orders in US funds.


There will be no refunds for duplicate entries 


All entries must be on official AKC herding entry forms.  Entries will be returned if they are illegible, incomplete, or are submitted with incorrect fees. 


Returned checks do not constitute a valid entry fee. The club will add a collection fee to the amount of the check.  Subsequent returned checks from the same exhibitors may result in their being put on a cash only basis.


Entry fee will not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent, disqualified, excused by Veterinarian or judge or barred from competition by action of the Show Committee.


No entry fees will be refunded if the show cannot open or be completed by any reason of riots, civil disturbances, fire, extreme and/or dangerous weather conditions, an Act of God, public emergency, act of a public enemy, strikes or any other cause beyond the control of the Club or it’s superintendent.
