All agility dogs are required to have an Official Jump Height Card/Valid yellow form and
exhibitors must be able to present it prior to running their dog(s) in any class or at any time
during the trial upon request whether or not they have sent a copy of such with their entry.
Dogs without a valid Jump Height Card/Form may still compete; but they must be
measured/wicketed by the Judge of Record PRIOR to running in their class and this
measurement will be valid for that weekend of trials only.
